How do apprenticeships 
work?

You will usually work 4 days a week and 
spend the other day at a college and you 
will also get paid, most apprentices earn 
around £170 per week.

What qualifications  
would I get?

You will usually obtain an NVQ:-

A	National	Vocational	Qualification,	•	
these are occupational awards 
achieved by assessing your work in 
the workplace. These demonstrate 
your ability to use skills related to 
your	job
A	Technical	Certificate	–	this	•	
qualification	assesses	your	
knowledge and understanding of the 
skills you need to use in your work
Key Skills including numeracy, •	
communication and IT
Finally ERR standing for Employers •	
Rights and Responsibilities 
which gives you knowledge about 
employers and employees’ rights and 
responsibilities which apply during 
employment 

Will I get help to find a job?

Brooklands has many years experience 
of running apprenticeship programmes 
and has links with employers who have 
offered apprenticeship places in the past. 
Apprentices also come to us who have 
found	jobs	in	industry	and	have	spoken	
to their employer about training through 
apprenticeship.

You will improve and learn new 
communication	skills,	fine-tune	your	IT	
abilities and learn to use numbers to 
enhance business performance.

Do I have the right 
qualifications to 
start one?

It might depend on the 
apprenticeship you are interested 
in:- for Advanced Apprenticeships 
you need 5 good GCSEs and other 
apprenticeships may require 
GCSEs	in	a	relevant	subject.	

What sort of job 
could I do?

All apprenticeships are designed 
with input from employers in 
industry so potential employers 
will	know	where	to	fit	you	in	their	
organisation. As you will be training 
you may start at a lower level than 
experienced staff - but as you 
learn more skills that are useful 
to your employer you will have the 
opportunity to move up. (That is 
the value of apprenticeships as you 
will be on hand to see future career 
paths your skills can lead you to).
